the class of 1907. 

She earns that title not only because 
her class is the oldest represented among 
the paid members of the Association , 
but also because of her past services to 
the Alumni Association, her long assoc ia­
tion with the college in various capaci­
ties, and her great contribution to the 
civic and educational aspects of San 
Di ego 's development. 

When Mrs . Muehleisen first entered 
the old San Die go State Normal school 
(it's now Hora ce Mann Junior Hig h 
School) , on ly the central portion a nd 
one wing of the prese nt main bui ldin g 
had been constructed.

Inci ­
dental ly, the sorority's recently-elected 
international presiden t is Mrs. Eva (Rag­
en·ovich) Cords, who attended State 
college. 

Mrs. Muehleisen ha s been active in 
Alumni affairs since the first association 
was organ ized in 1929. She was presi­
dent in 1930 and 193 1 and has served 
on the board of directors seve ral times 
since, including this year. 

Her two sons, Col. Dolf Muehleisen, 
at present on Guam as assistant chief of 
staff of the 20th Air Force, and Lt.
